
The Running-R Guest Ranch offers
two different rides a day.The ranch abuts
the 5,500-acre Hill Country State Natur-
al Area, and some rides travel on the
trails there. The hour-long ride stays
mostly at a walking pace, which is great
for beginners. More experienced riders
can opt for a long ride, which lasts up to
five hours and can get more adventur-
ous. There’s a pool, and the cabins are
roomy, with small refrigerators and
porches that invite you to sit and relax.

The Dixie Dude Ranch may be the
oldest guest ranch in Texas.Come to ride
and sit by the pool,or be more adventur-
ous and get in on an overnight trail ride.
The one-night trip rides for about three
hours before arriving at camp to find the

chuck wagon waiting. After a hearty
steak dinner cooked and eaten under the
stars, enjoy cowboy tunes around a roar-
ing campfire. Guests sleep in open-air
bunkhouses and wake to the smells of
cowboy coffee and bacon.The ride back
after breakfast arrives in time for lunch.
It’s an easy,relaxing adventure the whole
family can enjoy. There are also multi-
night rides and an American Indian pu-
rification ceremony led by a shaman.

If you’re at home in the saddle, the Sil-
ver Spur gives riders
more options than
most guest ranches.
There are easy walk-
ing trail rides for be-
ginners,lots of kid-size
saddles and lessons
for those wanting to
improve their skills.A
two-hour advanced
ride is available, and
intrepid riders can opt
for a multiday trail

ride with meals served from a traditional
chuck wagon and tent camping. For
those who stay at the ranch, there are
well-padded couches, large sunny rooms,
comfortable beds with pretty quilts and
the largest swimming pool in the area.
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Cowboys, greenhorns and families

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ORSES AND RANCHING
are as much a part of Texas as 
chili and boots, but you don’t 

have to be a cowboy,or even
a rider,to enjoy a guest ranch

when the list of activities is so extensive.
Mayan Dude Ranch has been cater-

ing to families for 50 years and keeps the
kids busy all day with everything from
cookie making to family Olympics.
There’s a pool and a swimming hole
complete with rope swing on the Medina
River. Evening entertainment may be
fireworks, a dance, floorshow (with audi-
ence participation), cowboy singer or
band. There’s a 50-minute ride each day
at an easy walking pace, and the horses
know the route, making it perfect for be-
ginners. The meals are sumptuous and
plentiful, and snacks, soft drinks, beer
and wine are available at no charge most
of the day.

The Flying L Guest Ranch is more
like a resort. The daily trail ride takes
guests on an easy walk that includes
crossing a creek or two, and when the
riding is over, they can go fishing, try
archery or enjoy the pool.There’s an 18-
hole, par-72 golf course with a pro shop
that includes the latest in computerized
tools for analyzing a golfer’s stroke. Kids
can have fun in the day camp, and
evenings feature campfires with s’mores.
The resort-quality accommodations in-
clude spacious bungalows and condos
with well-equipped kitchens,washer/dry-
ers,and living areas with leather couches,
gas fireplaces and flat-screen TVs.Excel-
lent meals are served buffet-style in the
main building.

WHEN IT’S ABOUT THE RIDE
If you’re serious about riding, there

are some great choices.The Bar H Dude
Ranch is also a working ranch with cat-
tle, bison and a large herd of riding hors-
es. Rides can be as easy or hard as the
rider’s skills allow, and visitors may even
get a chance to herd cattle or participate
in an overnight cattle drive. Accommo-
dations are basic but comfortable, and
locals come for the steak dinners. In the
fall, a corn maze is a popular attraction,
and the pool is popular in the summer.

Guest ranch getaways include a range
of activities, like river-crossing rides at
Flying L (opposite), cowboy breakfasts
at Running-R (left), cooling dips at the
Mayan (top) and learning to lasso like 
a real cowboy at Bar H (above).



An on-site massage therapist offers a
menu of services to relax those muscles
you haven’t used in a while.

GOING NATURAL
The Hill Country Equestrian Lodge

provides an opportunity to learn natural
horsemanship techniques and experi-
ence the thrill of clearly communicating
with the horse as you ride. Visitors will

groom the horse, take a lesson in the are-
na and ride on the center’s 200-plus acres
or on the adjacent State Natural Area’s
many trails. After a day of moving the
horse from a walk to a lope as smoothly
as breathing, relax on the porch of a
comfortable cabin and watch the horses
grazing just a few yards away.The cabins
have full kitchens stocked with breakfast
foods and snacks. When the stars come
out, spot constellations or make a camp-
fire.

Whatever you want a ranch getaway
to be, the options are as big as Texas and
you’ll find it here. 
